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1. Opening remarks by the SWG Co-chairs

The meeting was opened by Ms. Yuliia Svyrydenko, First Deputy Prime Minister
of Ukraine - Minister of Economy of Ukraine. Ms. Svyrydenko welcomed all
participants to the fourth meeting of the Sectoral Working Group, noting that a lot
of work had been done over the year thanks to joint efforts.

She expressed gratitude to His Excellency Mr. Kuninori Matsuda, Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Japan to Ukraine, for his active participation
and work in the Sectoral Working Group, in particular for Japan's contribution to
the humanitarian demining sector of over $70 million.

Ms. Svyrydenko also welcomed Mr. Matthias Schmale as the new Co-Chair of
the SWG, hoping to work actively together and confident that his experience will
strengthen the work of the group.

She highlighted the following achievements of Ukraine over the past year:
- reducing the area of potentially contaminated land from 174,000 km? to
139,000 km?
- increase in the number of certificated Mine Action operators to 56
- increase in the number of deminers from 3000 to over 4000
- increase in the number of demining machines by almost 100.

A particularly important news was the signing of the first contract for the
demining of agricultural land in the course of the state compensation programme
for farmers. This shows that the humanitarian demining market in Ukraine is
officially open.

Ms. Svyrydenko called on international partners to take part in the Ukraine Mine
Action conference — 2024 in Lausanne (17-18 October). Ms. Svyrydenko also
emphasised the importance of the "Made in Ukraine" initiative that has a double
positive impact on both the economy and security of Ukraine.

Ms. Svyrydenko noted that the demining is one of the most serious stages of
Ukraine's reconstruction, and once again thanked the partners for support.

Mr. Matthias Schmale, UN Resident Coordinator in Ukraine, Humanitarian
Coordinator, thanked all participants for their active involvement in the demining
process. He underlined that the achievements mentioned were made possible due
to the efficient leadership of the Ukrainian side.

Mr. Schmale also expressed his gratitude to His Excellency Mr. Kuninori
Matsuda for his work in the Sectoral Working Group. He noted that demining is
an important factor for the development of the agricultural sector, as he saw

His Excellency Mr. Kuninori Matsuda, Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of Japan to Ukraine, expressed his gratitude to all deminers for
their continuous and longstanding work in the field of Mine Action. He also paid
tribute to those who have lost their lives in Mine Action.

As the Co-Chair of the SWG, Mr. Matsuda highlighted the important
achievements that have been made through the joint efforts of the group and
expressed his respect for Ms. Svyrydenko's effective leadership. He noted that
since the inception of the SWG in September 2023 the number of members
increased from 46 to 69 people.

Mr. Matsuda also said that over the last year more than 15 countries have
contributed about USD 380 million to demining efforts in Ukraine. He also noted
that members of the SWG were actively involved in the development of the
National Mine Action Strategy and Operational Plan.

H.E. Mr. Matsuda paid special attention to the "Made in Ukraine" initiative,
which combines support for Mine Action with the Ukraine's economic growth.
He stressed the importance of this initiative and expressed confidence in its
success. He also thanked H.E. Mr. Alexandru Victor Micula, Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Romania to Ukraine, for co-chairing this
initiative. Mr. Matsuda added that Japan is already investing in the local
production of Mine Action equipment.

Mr. Ambassador also added that the next annual Ukraine Mine Action
Conference will be held in Japan in 2025 as a follow-up to the conferences held in
Croatia and Switzerland.

Finally, Mr. Matsuda announced that his mission as Ambassador to Ukraine will
end in two weeks. He stressed that it was an honour to work with all partners and
expressed his gratitude to the SWG Co-chairs for their support. In conclusion,
Mr. Ambassador assured that Japan, like all members of the SWG, will continue
to work with Ukraine until the last mine is removed from Ukrainian soil.

2. Ukraine Mine Action Conference-2024 in Lausanne: agenda and
expectations

Mr. Ihor Bezkaravainyi, Deputy Minister of Economy of Ukraine, expressed his
gratitude to the Swiss colleagues for organising and hosting the Ukraine Mine
Action Conference-2024, which will be held this year in Lausanne (hereinafter
referred to as the Conference). He stressed that the Conference will build on the
success of last year's event in Croatia and this year's Donor Coordination
Workshop in Kyiv, as well as other initiatives. It will be this year’s largest
Conference dedicated to Mine Action in Ukraine.

Mr. Bezkaravainyi highlighted the key objectives of the Conference, in particular:

- Continued full support for Mine Action in Ukraine.

- Knowledge sharing both with Ukraine’s traditional partners and other
countries that also face mine contamination. He encouraged all participants
from the Global South countries to share their experiences during the
Conference.

- Strengthening Ukraine's role as one of the future global leaders in Mine
Action.

Mr. Bezkaravainyi encouraged all those present at the meeting to ensure that their
countries are represented at a high level, as this is important both for Ukraine and
for the achievement of the purposes of the Conference.

3. “Made in Ukraine” Initiative: first results and next steps

H.E. Mr. Alexandru Victor Micula, Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of Romania to Ukraine, addressed all members of the Sectoral
Working Group highlighting the importance of the "Made in Ukraine" initiative.
He noted that although Romania does not have extensive experience in Mine
Action, through this initiative it can contribute to the joint work within the SWG.
Thanks to the initiative Romania can better understand the current needs and
priorities of the sector that is important for its further participation.

Mr. Micula drew attention to the fact that in many countries there are queues for
procurement and delivery of equipment, whereas Ukraine has the ability to
shorten these timelines due to production capacities on its territory. This can
reduce the waiting times and improve the logistics in general.

Mr. Ambassador emphasised that this initiative will have a positive impact on
addressing economic and socio-economic issues including by increasing tax
revenues to the state budget of Ukraine. In addition, strengthening the economic
aspect will facilitate the return of internally displaced people to their homes.

He also emphasised the need to create a “bridge” between the needs of the sector
and production capabilities in Ukraine. As an example, he cited Japan, which is
already placing orders for equipment produced in Ukraine. Mr. Micula also noted
that the so-called “Danish model”, namely direct procurement from Ukrainian
manufacturers in a fashion similar to the defence sector, could be used to
implement this initiative.

Mr. Micula also announced that a visit to one of the manufacturers participating
in the programme is being organised in the nearest time and invited all those
interested to join this event.

4. Status update on the development of demining services market in Ukraine

Mr. Volodymyr Bayda, Director of the Centre for Humanitarian Demining,
informed that the mechanism for farmers to receive reimbursement for demining
services on their agricultural land became operational.

At the same time, he informed that reimbursement for demining has been recently
increased to 100% meaning that the cost of services is fully covered by the State
budget. In addition, the state will reimburse not only for the cost of clearance, but
also for the cost of hon-technical survey. Mr. Bayda also noted that the tenders
involve at least two organisations, which makes the process more transparent and
competitive.

Speaking about the current situation on the demining market, Mr. Bayda noted
that as of the end of September, 156 applications for clearing of agricultural land
covering a total area of 23,000 hectares were received.

For 2024, the State budget provides UAH 3 billion for humanitarian demining of
agricultural land. So far, 20 tenders have been announced that cover the area of
6,700 hectares and a total expected value of the corresponding contracts
comprised UAH 416 million. At the same time, the actual cost of demining
services has dropped significantly compared to the expected one in result of the
tenders, and the entire process — from receiving an application from a farmer to
holding a tender — takes no longer than a week.

Mr. Bayda stressed the importance of the reimbursement programme not only for
farmers but also for demining services providers. He called on international
partners to consider implementing similar funding programmes and noted that
such experience can be quickly scaled up. Among the advantages of this
approach, Mr. Bayda highlighted maximum transparency in the use of funding
and a clear understanding by donors of the positive impact for the specific
territories and communities.

Department of the Main Department for Mine Action, Civil Protection and
Environmental Safety of the Ministry of Defence of Ukraine provided an
overview of the Demining Coalition for Ukraine.

In February 2024, 22 countries signed a letter of intent, which was the official
date of the Coalition's launch. Mr. Kivshyk stressed that this Coalition is
currently the largest in terms of the number of member states among other
coalitions within the “Rammstein” format.

He went on to outline the main goal of the Coalition, which is to increase Mine
Action capacity in Ukraine. The main areas are:
- Building Mine Action capacity.
- Provision of demining equipment.
- Training of units of the State Special Transport Service (SSTS) in
accordance with international standards.

Mr. Kivshyk also emphasised the importance of operational demining, which
covers an area within a 20km radius of the combat zone. He stressed that no
Mine Action operator has the right to carry out these tasks, and therefore it is
important to talk about these operations, as people also live in these areas and it
is necessary to restore economic activity in those areas.

In August 2024, Lithuania, Ukraine and Iceland signed a cooperation
agreement, which is a key document for regulating the Coalition's activities.
Finland is also joining the agreement, and the UK is expected to join soon. He
called on other countries to support the initiative and join the treaty.

Future plans were also announced. By the end of the year, the roadmap to 2034
and the annual work plan for the roadmap are to be signed. In addition, Mr.
Kivshyk announced that the first phase of the procurement would be completed

coalition coordinator, spoke about the key issues in procuring equipment for
the Coalition.

After the signing of the cooperation agreement between Lithuania and Iceland,
the Coalition started its activities, and the basic procurement rules and first
priorities were confirmed. The main criterion is the speed of delivery of
equipment to the units. Other priorities include:

- Procurement from Ukrainian manufacturers.

- Providing high-quality equipment.
The procurement is aimed at enabling at least three units to effectively carry
out demining operations after receiving this equipment. The list of equipment
includes vehicles for personnel, trucks, vehicles for transporting explosive
ordnance (EO), additional demining kits, metal detectors and personal
protective equipment for personnel, etc.
Mr. Kiskis informed that the procurement process has already started.

In addition, the Coalition is not only procuring critical demining equipment but
is also trying to support Ukrainian manufacturers.

Mr. Kiskis also stressed that the Coalition needs a significant budget until
2035, and this is solely for the purchase of equipment. He called on other
countries to join the Coalition to be able to purchase the necessary equipment
in a timely manner.

Answering the question from Ms. Svyrydenko about the substance of the
Coalition’s work, Mr. Kondor clarified that its work includes both humanitarian
and military aspects of demining, however, within the SWG scope only the

Mr. Matsuda wished success to the conference in Lausanne and acknowledged
the contribution of the Swiss government to the organisation of the event. He
also announced the opening of an office of JETRO in Kyiv in October.

Mr. Matsuda once again thanked all the SWG participants for their work and
contribution.

Ms. Svyrydenko noted that the next meeting of the SWG will be an excellent
opportunity to see the results achieved, including the size of demined areas, the
