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progress in development of industrial park network in ukraine

Four industrial parks (Zaporizhkran, Patriot, Cheksil, Bila Tserkva Air Freight Complex) were created before the Law of Ukraine on Industrial Parks was passed, and these industrial parks continue to operate today.
Development of infrastructure of industrial parks included to the Register, and creation of conditions for their operation can be funded from the State Fund for Regional Development (SFRD) in accordance with Article 241 of the Budget Code of Ukraine.

The list of investment programs and regional development projects implemented in 2016 and funded by the SFRD was approved by the Directive 362 of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 11.05.2016, and contained three regional development projects concerning creation of industrial park infrastructure:
project 005694-SU 2016 “Construction of power grids for Svema Industrial Park in Shostka”, for which UAH 457.6 thousand was actually allocated from the SFRD and UAH 221.4 thousand from Shostka city budget. The facilities were commissioned in 2017;
project 005696-SU 2016 “Reconstruction of roads leading to Svema Industrial Park in Shostka” (planned amount of funding: UAH 993.7 thousand from the SFRD and UAH 112.0 thousand from Shostka city budget). The project’s implementation was planned for 2017, funded from the city budget. The facilities were commissioned in 2017;
project 006251-SU 2016 “Construction of engineering networks of water supply and water discharge (for Trostianets Industrial Park in Trostianets)”, for which UAH 2.9 million was actually allocated from the SFRD and UAH 319.6 thousand from Trostianets city budget. Construction of the engineering networks was completed.
In 2017, no projects of creating or facilitating access to industrial park infrastructure were implemented with the funding provided by the SFRD.
In 2018-2019, one regional development project concerning creation of industrial park infrastructure was implemented with the funding provided by the SFRD (per Directive 372-r of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 23.05.2018, with amendments introduced by the Directive 479-r of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 11.07.2018):
project 018804-ChV “Construction of water supply, water discharge and sewage networks for Novodnistrovsk Industrial Park” (Chernivtsi Oblast), implementation years 2018-2019. The total amount of the project’s funding is UAH 8,561,226. Amount of funding to be allocated for the project’s implementation in 2018: UAH 2,055,311 from the special fund of SFRD and UAH 2,029,696 from the city budget as co-financing (per Resolution 90 of Novodnistrovsk City Council of 05.04.2018). UAH 3,125 thousand is earmarked for allocation from the SFRD in 2019. Construction of the networks has actually been finished, and the networks are presently in the commissioning phase.
Therefore, the total amount of funding provided by the SFRD for regional development projects related to industrial parks was as follows:

UAH 4.35 million in 2016;

UAH 5.175 million in 2018-2019
The SFRD web portal contains information regarding another two industrial park development projects slated for implementation in 2020 (Ternopil and Korosten), and a project for reconstruction of access roads to Slavuta Industrial Park to be implemented in 2019-2020, for which almost UAH 58.5 million in funding will be provided by the SFRD.
At the same time, the list of investment programs and regional development projects to be implemented in 2020 and funded by the State Fund for Regional Development, approved by the Directive 211 of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 26.02.2020, contains no projects concerning creation of infrastructure for (development of) industrial parks.
Also, the work on connecting industrial parks to external infrastructure networks can be funded with subventions for creation of amalgamated community infrastructure and with sectoral support funded by the EU.

In addition, the work on preparing design and estimation documentation, land allocation and other operations necessary to create and ensure operability of industrial parks is funded from local budgets and off-budget sources.
An important feature of the Law of Ukraine on Industrial Parks is the fact that the government financial support provided by this legislative act is aimed, first of all, at development of industrial parks included to the Register, not at the government support of economic activity conducted at these parks. The creation of industrial parks significantly benefits both the communities where these parks are going to be located and the potential participants of the parks.

Firstly, the administrative subdivisions where industrial parks are created will have land plots more attractive for investors. One of the reasons for that is the possibility to co-finance construction of all necessary engineering networks leading to the park’s territory and preparation of the relevant design and estimation documentation from local budgets and the state budget (State Fund for Regional Development).

This way, the management company and potential participants will receive a duly documented land plot with the required engineering systems in place, allowing to expedite the work on developing the park, construction of facilities inside the park, and later, launch production operations and save time and money.

Secondly, it means new jobs which will generate additional tax revenues to the budget.

Thirdly, the launch of industrial parks will increase demand for local works and services, including those provided by small and medium-sized enterprises (servicing, provision of resources, etc.).
As mentioned earlier, creation of industrial parks provides certain benefits for businesses as well.

For industrial park management companies, it means revenues from leasing land plots, commercial space and equipment to industrial park participants and providing services required to facilitate their business activity.

For industrial park participants, it means minimization of material, financial and labor resources and time which must be spent to launch business activity, and possibility to receive services required to facilitate their business activity from the management company.
According to the Law of Ukraine on Industrial Parks, the Economy Ministry requests assistance from bodies of public administration, enterprises, institutions and organizations in handling various matters related to the establishment and operation of industrial parks, creates favorable conditions for the establishment and operation of industrial parks, provides informational and consulting support to the initiators of creating industrial parks and industrial park management companies, and otherwise facilitates the signing up of participants.
