STATEMENT OF UKRAINE AT THE MEETING OF THE 

COMMITTEE ON TECHNICAL BARRIERS TO TRADE

Thank you, Madam Chair.
Ukraine would like to draw attention to some inconsistencies of the mentioned documents with requirements of the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade of the World Trade Organization, including requirements of Articles 2.12 and 5.1 of the Agreement.

Thus, given the little period of time (in case of DECREE 43/2016) and its complete absence (in case of DECREE 991/2015) between the adoption of relevant document and putting it into effect, we would like to mention that entities exporting relevant products to Egypt were not given the opportunity to prepare themselves to the application of requirements of the above-mentioned regulations, what probably have led to creation of certain barriers to trade between Ukraine and Egypt.
Also, it is obviously that requirements of Article 5.1 of the Agreement are not adhered to because Resolution 991/2015 stipulates that customs processing of supplies of certain types of imported products is made under certain conditions, namely: registration in the General Organization for Exports and Imports Control; inspection and verification of certificate’s conformity with Egyptian standards, etc. In any case, customs processing of products supplies is subject to random checks by the General Organization for Exports and Imports Control. 
We consider that these provisions put domestic and foreign suppliers in unequal conditions.
