JAPAN’S SCHEDULE OF COMMITMENTS FOR
TEMPORARY ENTRY FOR BUSINESS PERSONS

1. The following sets out Japan’s commitments in accordance with Article 12.4 (Grant
of Temporary Entry) in respect of the temporary entry of business persons.

2. Japan extends its commitments under this Annex to all Parties regardless of the
categories offered by the other Parties.

3. For the purposes of this schedule, the term “CPC” means the Provisional Central
Product Classification (Statistical Papers Series M No. 77, Department of International
Economic and Social Affairs, Statistical Office of the United Nations, New York, 1991).

Recognition Act (Cabinet Order N0.319 of 1951, as amended).

2. A spouse who has been granted temporary entry in accordance with paragraph 1
may, upon application while residing in Japan, have his or her status of residence changed to
that under which he or she is allowed to work, subject to the approval of the Government of
Japan in accordance with the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

Recognition Act.

2. A spouse who has been granted temporary entry in accordance with paragraph 1
may, upon application while residing in Japan, have his or her status of residence changed to
that under which he or she is allowed to work, subject to the approval of the Government of
Japan in accordance with the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

1. Temporary entry shall be granted to a spouse and children accompanying a business
person who has been granted temporary entry under this category provided that such spouse
and children are recognised as such in accordance with the laws and regulations of Japan,
obtain maintenance from the business person and engage in daily activities recognised under
the status of residence of “Dependent” provided for in the Immigration Control and Refugee
Recognition Act.

2. A spouse who has been granted temporary entry in accordance with paragraph 1
may, upon application while residing in Japan, have his or her status of residence changed to
that under which he or she is allowed to work, subject to the approval of the Government of
Japan in accordance with the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

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been concluded.

Note 1: The service contract for the placement
and supply services of personnel (CPC872)
shall be excluded from the service contract
referred to in subparagraph (a).

Note 2: Such a labour contract as referred to
in subparagraph (b) shall comply with the
relevant laws and regulations of Japan.
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
